Just as you are a very hard working person, I too work very hard.  I consider myself to be a professional daycare provider.  I do not sit on children. My business is caring for and teaching children.

I think we need to have open communication:


I will try to share information about your child each day.  What did he or she do today? How much was eaten? How much rest? My schedule and menu is posted for your intake.  Today’s learning will also be apparent as you look around.  Please also take a few moments to share with me how your child does at home.  Was she or he happy or sad, tired or cranky? Did he or she eat well? Sleep enough? Please keep me posted of any changes in your schedule.  Children have a built in time clock and I need to provide for him or her in the best way possible while reassuring them you will return.  Please try to be on time or tell me if plans are changed. If you planning some time off, please let me know so I can also plan my schedule and budget.

I think our relationship should be built on honesty and trust:


I will try to be as open and honest with you as I can.  Please trust I am trying to do only what is best for your child.  Please feel free to ask questions and also be open to my questions.  The best for your child comes with knowledge of his life not only here but at home.

I think we should each be understanding:


While I love doing daycare, please understand that I have a personal life also.  I am a working parent just like you, but I also I open my home to families each day.  I love being able to do that, but I also need time to nurture and care for my family.  Let me know of any schedule changes and be sure they work with my schedule.  Please also understand that I cannot care for sick children.  We may then all become sick.

I think we need to respect each other:


I respect the very difficult job you have as a working parent.  I hope you also respect me as a professional childcare provider.  Please respect the agreements we make-I will be sure you have copies of all necessary paperwork.  Please in turn be sure I have all paperwork I need to keep on file for your child’s safety and care.  Please respect me enough to pay me on time as I do my best to love and care for your most treasured possession-your child.  Understand the money you pay me pays my bills allowing me to feed, shelter, and teach your child in a safe, loving atmosphere.

I think we share the beauty of your child:


As the person who is with your child each day, we share your child’s love.  I can never replace the love your child feels for you, but I can, and do, offer a loving home while you are away.  We must work together to give your child the best life possible.
